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I am often asked about behavior problems clients are having with their dogs.  It is great I can offer advice in this area.  

In my free time I am a 4-H Dog Project Leader and Dog Trainer and have addressed these same problems with my 

dogs or have helped others.  This month I would like to talk about digging.  Do you have a dog that loves to dig and 

no matter what you try they wonôt stop??  Here is some advice that was given to me several years ago with one of my 

dogs and it worked.   

First offï Dogs will dig for several reasons, but the biggest one is boredom.  So keep that in mind when you want to 

solve the problem.  Couple of suggestions to help with boredomï  

1. Try Marrow Bonesï you can get them at your local meat market or you can also ask for them at your grocery store 

meat department.  Cook them in the microwave for about a minute.  Let them cool before giving them to the dog.  

When you give them to the dogï let them have it in the yard.  It gives them plenty to do to chew off the good stuff and 

hollow out the bones.  Some dogs are sensitive to marrow so please be cautious when doing this.  You can also 

purchase marrow bones at your pet supply stores as well. 

2. Try going for walks or just throwing a ball for a bit .  Sometimes this little bit of attention can go a long way.  

 

3. Instead of feeding your dog from a bowlï sprinkle his or her food in the yard for them to look for.  It will take 

some time for them to find it all and cure that boredom factor.  I have not personally tried this method but have heard 

that it does work if you do it intermittently and not every day. 
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
